In what areas can you help?

You can help people in the
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC)have a better quality of
life through your labo ur of friendship. Whether you are a
student, professional engineer, tradesmen or have a desire to
put your hands to the plough, this is a significant area where
your contribution will have a tr emendous impact. Imagine
the sense of personal fulfilment of being involved in the
creation of the facilities that will provide shelter, education
and medical attention.

Maintenance: The ongoing upkeep is crucial to maintain and
ensure that the entire facility is operating properly.

Caring for children: Caring for children can have a
tremendous impact on a child's development and is one of
the most rewarding areas available for volunteers. The
children are always encouraged and delighted when they see
new and smiling faces. They love singing and playing games
that volunteers help to organise. When you share your
affection and attention, you are fulfilling a need that is very
important to their future and well -being. Helping with daily
routines such as playing with them are an essential part of
volunteering and are appr eci at ed by the s
matter if you have a background in childcare or not, an open
heart and a love for spending time with these children is
what is most needed from volunteers in this area.

Teaching children: you will be providin g these children (of all

ages) with an opportunity for an education through
educational games, arts & crafts, practical life skils
instruction, sports and other exciting activities. Your
contribution wil!/ help us devel
through these activities. You will also help with the general
upkeep of the school to keep it a pleasant environment in

which to learn.

Teaching English: you will be creating an encouraging
learning environment for the children to learn English. If you
are fluent in English, you will have fun and sense the joy of
teaching these young people, singing and dancing with them
in English and local languages.




As we believe that community work is so closely linked to
conservation work, we also focus some of our time on local
conservation initiatives, such as treeplanting, and other
exciting interactive activities.

Assisting teachers: Both inexperienced and experienced
volunteers can teach and assist teachers the basics in various
subjects. For example in English, you can teach vocabulary,
assist with pronunciation and support students as they
practice speaking English.

Healthcare observation and assistance: Health care
professionals always welcome the presence of a volunteer
and an extra pair of hands to assist them. As a volunteer you

responsibilities may include teaching on basic health,
cleaning and nutrition. Your work may also encompass
physical therapy, activities, organisng and offering

companionship. Volunteer assistance will be based on your
experience and level of knowledge in the field of health.

Working with patients: a heart of compassion and sensitivity
is required in caring for these children. Your involvement as a
volunteer will also help to break down stere otypes, as well as,
reduce any stigma and discrimination often associated with
for example children with mental health problems .

Your skills will be applied where most needed. In fact, you
may be coordinating activities, supporting medical
professionals who are directly providing care to patients or
counselling children. Whatever the case, there are many ways
you can get involved based on your skills and their needs.

Leave a legacy of learning... All our programmes are
characterised by people with an overwhelming desire to
learn, but with limited resources or people available to relieve
this burden. Volunteering for MenelikEducation in the Congo
is an extremely moving experience. It allows you a unique
insight into local cultures and the chance to give a profound
gift to those less fortunate that can drastically alter their
future.
